WISCONSIN EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT

2007 Lodging Information 
Due to increased training demand and a decrease in Emergency Management Program Grant (EMPG) funding available for training, Wisconsin Emergency Management will no longer be providing lodging for students attending classes funded by EMPG.

This change will affect all Wisconsin Emergency Management classes scheduled after Feb 1, 2007. Incident Command System (ICS) classes already scheduled and recruited for on the WEM calendar will not be affected and lodging will be provided as stated in recruitment letters. Future ICS classes may not include lodging depending on the amount of funding available. Currently scheduled HMEP classes (CAMEO, Hazardous Materials Technician) will not be affected by this policy.

Due to the absence of commercial restaurants at Volk Field and Fort McCoy, WEM will continue to provide the breakfast and lunch meal while attending classes. In an effort to keep student costs as low as possible, WEM will attempt to schedule as many classes as possible at Fort McCoy or Volk Field thus avoiding the higher costs at commercial hotels. The cost to students for lodging at Fort McCoy is $22 per night and $8 per night at Volk Field. 

WEM will continue to offer the courses necessary for completion of the WEMA/WEM Professional Development Certification Program and will strongly encourage County Emergency Managers to request local delivery of these classes.

While we apologize for any inconvenience this decision may cause we are certain it will allow us to make better use of limited funds while continuing to provide a quality training program that benefits responders, emergency managers and the citizens of our state.
