SITUATION REPORT ON FLOODING #16—FEMA 1526-DR

OVERVIEW – An over-flight survey of damaged areas affected by Wednesday nights storms and tornados in Dodge, Green Lake and Adams Counties was completed by Governor Doyle late Thursday, June 24th.  The Governor met with local officials in Waupun and briefed the media on response and recovery activities.  As a result of the survey, as well as county reports, the Governor will ask FEMA to include the damage from Wednesday night storms in the ongoing disaster declaration efforts.  An executive order declaring 11 additional counties under a state of emergency was issued late yesterday afternoon.  Counties included in the latest declaration include Adams, Jackson, Juneau, Marquette, Milwaukee, Monroe, Outagamie, Portage, Sauk, Waupaca, and Waushara.  All of these additional counties may be considered for Individual Assistance and/or Public Assistance.

At the request of Dane County officials , Governor Doyle has requested that a Preliminary Damage Assessment be scheduled by WEM and FEMA for both Public and Individual Assistance early next week.  Additional Preliminary Damage Assessments for impacted counties will be scheduled through the DFO in the coming days.

Local emergency management damage assessments from the impacted counties continued through today.  Initial estimates on the numbers and degree of home, business and infrastructure damage are expected to be completed and available by late Monday.  The effects and impact of the Wednesday storms was briefed in an interview on Wisconsin Public Television’s “Here and Now” program Friday by Response and Recovery Bureau Director Rob Rude.

Recovery Efforts

The Disaster Field Office (DFO) is now operational and is located at 2300 Badger Lane in Madison.  The DFO is where FEMA, SBA and WEM staff will be administering the disaster recovery efforts.  The phone number is 608-277-3800.  A Congressional and Legislative briefing was conducted at the DFO at 10 am on Friday.  Over 125 state and federal staff are manning the DFO from 8:00 am to 6:00 pm, Monday through Saturday. 

Community Relations and Outreach.  Community Relations staff continue their efforts to reach the citizens affected by this disaster.  Affected citizens and businesses are urged to contact 1-800-621-FEMA (3362).  In addition to this effort, we will be staffing
