SITUATION REPORT ON KEWAUNEE NUCLEAR PLANT  #1

OVERVIEW – Kewaunee Nuclear Power Plant was in the process of shutting down the reactor for maintenance when the main feed water pump tripped.  In addition, the turbine and reactor failed to automatically trip.   Plant staff were forced to manually shutdown the turbine and the reactor.   Kewaunee Nuclear Power Plant issued an Alert at 8:49 p.m.  There was no threat to public safety or threat of release of radiation.  The plant terminated the alert declaration at 12:24 a.m. 
State of Wisconsin – The State of Wisconsin Emergency Operations Center was activated this evening in response to the Alert Status.  Members from Wisconsin Emergency Management, Wisconsin National Guard and the Department of Health and Family Services, Radiation Protection Section were in contact with the Kewaunee Nuclear Power Plant as well as Manitowoc and Kewaunee Counties.  In addition, several federal and state agencies have been notified about the alert.
