SITUATION REPORT ON TORNADOES #1

OVERVIEW – A series of tornadoes have hit southern Wisconsin, causing damage and scattered power outages.  Early reports indicate no injuries.  Wisconsin Emergency Management activated the State Emergency Operations Center.  The state has been working with local county emergency management officials. Additional local damage assessments will be conducted tomorrow.  At this time, there is no request for state assistance.
Columbia County - County emergency management officials report that at least 20 homes are damaged from the tornadoes that hit south of Portage.  In addition, two semi trucks tipped over on I-94/I-39.  Alliant Energy is reporting power outages to about 1,200 homes from Baraboo to Portage areas.
Iowa County – County emergency management reports one home with major roof damage.  No injuries reported.

Dane County – Early reports indicate a few homes with minor damage along with downed trees and power lines.
FEMA – Wisconsin Emergency Management has contacted FEMA to advise them of the tornado damage.
