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SUBJECT:
SITUATION REPORT ON FLOODING #6
OVERVIEW – Governor Doyle plans to visit areas affected by flooding tomorrow.
More rain is expected overnight.

No injuries or deaths have been reported.

VERNON COUNTY

According to Vernon County Emergency Management, a 7th dam – HIDDEN VALLEY dam, near Avalanche – is also being monitored. Vernon County Emergency Management received a citizen report that the dam’s emergency spillway is flowing. The area around this dam had been evacuated earlier today.

The 7 Vernon County dams being monitored most closely are: Duck Egg, Runge Hollow, Raaum, Clockmaker, Seas Branch, Primmer and Hidden Valley.
RICHLAND COUNTY
Richland County Emergency Management is estimating $3.1 million in damages so far in the county. This is an early estimate and is expected to increase.
Other affected counties also will be estimating damage amounts.

RED CROSS and SALVATION ARMY 
The Red Cross is currently sheltering ~ 120 people. The Red Cross and Salvation Army are coordinating on feeding operations, which are expected to begin tomorrow at open Red Cross shelters.
