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SUBJECT:
SITUATION REPORT ON FLOODING #10
OVERVIEW –  Damage assessments are continuing.  There is a new evacuation – Gotham in Richland County, a village of about 100 residents.

The National Weather Service reports that we can expect scattered showers every day this week, dropping about ½ to 1 inch of rainfall a day, with some locally heavier showers.  However, no rainfall of this weekend’s magnitude is expected.  The expected rainfall would likely not cause rivers to rise, but would slow down drainage of flood waters.

Wisconsin Department of Transportation is assessing state bridges starting with those that were closed yesterday, but are now open; then those that remained open but have high water; and last, those currently closed will be inspected before reopening. DOT is also working with local officials to assess damage to town and county roads and bridges.
Highway 14 at Readstown has been reopened.

No injuries or deaths have been reported in Wisconsin.

VERNON COUNTY

DNR and local officials continue to monitor the seven dams where water is flowing over emergency spillways:  Duck Egg, Runge Hollow, Raaum, Clockmaker, Seas Branch, Primmer and Hidden Valley.  
RICHLAND COUNTY
Gotham is being evacuated as a precautionary measure due to rising water on the Pine River.  
Richland County Sheriff’s Dept. has requested help from DNR wardens to complete search and rescue operations in outlying areas. 
Updated damage estimates:  $2.5 milllion in private sector damage and $5.7 million in public sector damage.   80 percent of the population in the county has been affected.
Most power has been restored except for areas where a hazard is still present.
CRAWFORD COUNTY

Preliminary damage estimates from Crawford County are that $7.8 million in private sector damage and $3.6 million in damage to public sector.  200 homes are damaged and 25 destroyed; 25 businesses were damaged and 25 destroyed.
RED CROSS and SALVATION ARMY 
The Red Cross is asking for volunteers.  Call the Badger Chapter of the Red Cross at 608-233-9300.

The Salvation Army is operating two mobile feeding units – one in Richland Center and one in Gays Mills.

FEMA
Federal Emergency Management Agency is on site at the Emergency Operations Center to assist the state, as needed.  According to FEMA, very few homes in the area carry flood insurance.
DHFS

Tetanus vaccine and water test kits for private well testing are on the way to the 3 counties.  They will be distributed as needed through the local health departments.  Well casings that are underwater should be considered contaminated.  Owners should not disinfect wells until water recedes.
DATCP

DATCP is compiling a list of food processing facilities in the flooded areas.
