SITUATION REPORT ON FLOODING #14
OVERVIEW
The National Weather Service – La Crosse Office expects more thunderstorms and rain in the immediate forecast.  A system will move through southwestern Wisconsin tonight with possibly 1-2 inches of rain.  Higher amounts of rain are possible.  Flash flood warning and watches remain in effect for much of southern Wisconsin.  Additional storms are expected throughout the next few days.
REPORTS FROM THE COUNTIES UNDER A STATE OF EMERGENCY
Counties continue to assess and update damage reports.  Following is the current status of the five counties (La Crosse, Sauk, Richland, Vernon and Crawford Counties) operating under a state of emergency:

731 Homes Damaged

 30 Homes Destroyed

$13 Million Estimated Total Residential Damages

Damage to Businesses

32 Businesses Damaged

25 Business Destroyed

In addition Sauk and Vernon County have each reported that 4,000 acres of agricultural land have been impacted by the flooding and Vernon County has reported livestock costs of $30,000 so far.

REPORTS FROM OTHER COUNTIES
Other counties continue to report minor damages:

Dane County has 31 homes with minor damages and sandbag operations in Black Earth, Mazomanie, Oregon and Stoughton.

Green County reports that the Sugar River is rising in Albany.

Iowa County estimated $10,000 in private damages and $44,000 in public damages.  They are placing additional sandbags in Avoca.  Eight homes there have reported damage.

Kenosha County reports that the Fox River is rising and emergency management officials have advised public well owners to take precautions.  Mobile homes along Highway 50 have been evacuated.

Lafayette County reports that the Pecatonica River is rising.

Columbia, Jefferson, Racine and Rock Counties have reported minor damages.
